Green Hills Farm: 2302 50th Ave Gig Harbor. From Highway 16 - take Wollochet Drive NW Exit.  From Tacoma turn left 
and go over Hwy 16, from Port Orchard turn right at the stoplight.  Go 3.4 miles past Artondale, then up the hill. Turn Left at 
Wollochet keep going straight. Greens Hills is at the corner of 24th & 50th, just past 24th Ave.  
Sawda Equestrian Center, 5322 Peterson Road SE, Port Orchard: From Highway 16 take the Sedgwick exit, east (towards 
the ferry), turn right on Pederson Road just past Sedgwick Junior High School on left, and go to the address which is on the 
right.

· Classes 1 through 17 to count.  Ribbons through 5th place.  Prizes to first place. (Lead-Line special awards) 
General Information and Rules 
1. No post entries except to fill cancellation on day of show.  Refunds will be given only if a veterinarian or doctor’s 

certificate is presented to the Show Secretary on or before the day of the show. 
2. USEF Equestrian Rules apply. USEF 2007 Training Level – 4th Level tests, FEI 2009 tests, USDF 2003 Introductory 

Level tests, and USCTA 2006 tests will be used. 
3. The management reserves the right to combine or cancel classes. 
4. The JUDGE’S decision in all classes will be final. 
5. Entries must appear at the IN gate properly tacked, displaying the correct number, and checked in with the Ring Steward 

ONE MINUTE prior to their assigned ride times.  Show management will not be responsible for locating riders for their 
classes. NO LEG WRAPS/SPLINT BOOT ALLOWED.  

6. USEF rules for attire do not apply. Participants in the B shows are encouraged to follow USEF rules for attire. Colors, 
jacket or sweater, and shirt styles are acceptable.  Hunt style or Jodhpur boots required.  Juniors    (Under 18) must wear 
ASTM-SEI approved helmets with chin straps fastened at all times when mounted, in or out of the arena.  Rain gear may 
be worn if necessary. 

7. Equipment requirements both in the show ring and warm-up areas will follow current USA Equestrian rules. 
8. Tests will be ridden in the earthen outdoor arenas.   Indoor (covered) arenas are available at both venues for warm-up.  If 

time permits, all classes will be ridden in a 20 x 60 meter arena; otherwise Classes 1-4 and 7&8 may be ridden in a 20 x 
40 meter arena.  IN THE LATTER EVENT, RIDERS WILL BE SO INFORMED WHEN OBTAINING THEIR RIDE 
TIMES. 

9. HORSES must be held to the walk at all times except in the dressage arena or warm-up area. No riding double. 
10. Do not tie horses to fences, rails, stalls or trees.  Stallions must be attended to at all times. 
11. Management reserves the right to remove any horses deemed unruly or unsafe. 
12. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OR CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES allowed on grounds.  Failure to comply will 

result in forfeiture of entry fees and excusal from the grounds. 
13. It is the competitor’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of all scores.  Scoring errors must be reported to the Show 

Secretary within two hours after the receipt of test.  Failure to report an error within the two hour time limit means the 
error will stand and there will be no change to class placing. 

14. Exhibitors are cautioned against the use of any medical preparations and tonics of any kind in which the ingredients and 
quantitative analysis are unknown as many of these contain forbidden substances. 

15. Ride times available after 7:00 PM on the Wednesday before the show.  Call Show Secretary.  They will also be posted 
on the LPSDC Website at www.lpsdc.com. Please, no calls after 9:00 PM. 

16. First aid kit on grounds.  Ambulance service call 911.    
17. Small children must be carefully supervised to prevent unfortunate accidents. 
18. NO DOGS ALLOWED ON PREMISES!!!!!  
19. When competitors are in the arena, and out of courtesy to the judges and riders, it is requested that loud conversations 

and noise be curtailed.

YEAR END AWARDS 
 

LPSDC has a year-end award program for its members.  All our schooling shows and some approved Pony 
Club shows count for these awards.  Awards are determined by the criteria listed below.  We offer awards 
in Junior, Adult Amateur, and Open Divisions for each level, except Novice Rider. 
 
AWARDS: 

· Introductory Level through FEI Level - Placing First through Fifth: 
· High Point JUNIOR, ADULT AMATEUR and OPEN rider (Tr aining Level through FEI Levels) 
· Novice Rider – Junior and Adult Amateur  – applies to those riders showing at Intro or Training that 

have less than 2 years Dressage Show experience. 
 
CRITERIA: 

· All LPSDC shows count towards awards. 
· Must be same horse and rider combination. 
· The same horse/rider combination is not eligible for first place or High Point in the same level two 

years in a row, except for FEI levels.   
· Must have scores from at least three tests of the same level (all tests in level apply) from at least three 

different judges. 
· The three highest scores are averaged, but must be from three different shows. 
· To receive any award, rider must work, at a minimum, 6 hours at club show during season. 
· All ‘Level’ awards must be for same horse/rider combination to be eligible. 
· Either the owner of the horse or the rider must be a member.   
· High Point is determined by taking the three highest scores, from three different judges at one level, 

then dividing them to find the highest average. (It is not determined by the horse/rider with the highest 
score!)
