He saw
how the pony was careful to lie down on differedies so she didn't seem
to get sores, and how she allowed people to hdradleShe protected her
injured leg. She constantly shifted her weight, diabh’t overload her good
leg. She was a smart pony with a serious survivet eMoore agreed to
remove her leg below the knee and a temporarycatifimb was built.
Molly walked out of the clinic and her story realiggins there.

“This was the right horse and the right owner,” Mamsists. “Molly
happened to be a one-in-a-million patient.” Shetgyh as nails, but sweet,
and she was willing to cope with pain. She maaditous she understood
that she was in trouble. The other important facocording to Moore ,

is having a truly committed and compliant owner vibhdedicated to
providing the daily care required over the lifetiofethe horse.

Molly’s story turns into a parable for life in pelsatrina Louisiana. The little pony gained weidier mane felt a comb. A human
prosthesis designer built her a leg.

“The prosthetic has given Molly a whole new lif@llison Barca, DVM, Molly's regular vet, reportsAfid she asks for it!” She
will put her little limb out, and come to you aret you know that she wants you to put it on.

“It's obvious to me that Molly had a bigger roleptay in life,” Moore said, “She survived the hgane, she survived a horrible
injury, and now she is giving hope to others.”
“She's not back to normal,” Barca concluded. “Sheisg to be better. To me, she could be a syndydNew Orleans itself.”
